This scholarship is $2,000 and will provide financial assistance to five (5) individuals committed to advancing
their education. Scholarship winners will be contacted by June 1st, 2025.

Eligibility
o Applications are open to those seeking higher education:
o Individuals who reside in the Ridgely’s Run Community Center corridor.
= The corridor is southwest of Route 175, northwest of Guilford Road, southeast of 1-95

and northwest of Route 1.
o All Graduating seniors of Guilford Park High School, as of 2026

o Applicants have been accepted or are currently enrolled in an accredited college, university,
trans/technical school or other institution of higher learning.

o Applicants are eligible to receive only one (1) Kingdon and Mary Gould Scholarship in their lifetime.
o All applicants must have at least a weighted 2.75 or unweighted 2.5 G.P.A.
o Application must include a copy of the applicant’s transcript, which must include the cumulative G.P.A.

o Applicants need to have at least 20 community service hours, outside of graduation requirements, in the
last two (2) years.

o Applicants need to provide two letters of recommendation:
o One academic recommendation from a teacher or professor
o One personal recommendation from a volunteer coordinator, who is a non-family member
